NOMS for Airports

The DEN Noise and Operations Monitor-
ing System (SYMPHONY Environmental-
Vue NOMS) is a state-of-the-art computer
system designed to enable the City and
County of Denver to monitor aircraft noise
in the vicinity of the airport.

The DEN NOMS for Airports monitors
noise levels at 26 permanent and one
portable noise monitoring terminals.
These terminals are located throughout
the Denver metro area (see map on page

3 for RMT locations).

The system also records the movement
of all aircraft in the vicinity of DEN by uti-
lizing FAA air traffic control radar data.
This makes it possible to match actual
flights with noise events.

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DEN NOISE HOTLINE POLICY

The purpose of the DEN Noise Com-
plaint Hotline is to provide an oppor-
tunity for individuals to express their
concerns regarding noise generated
by aircraft operating at DEN. Citizens
are asked to leave their name, ad-
dress, and the date and time of their
complaint on the hotline. Complaints
are downloaded daily by our Noise
Officers and then transcribed into the
NOMS system, where specific com-
plaints can be matched to individual
flight tracks. It is essential for all infor-
mation to be entered correctly in order
for the system to be effective.

Only one inquiry per call will be ac-
cepted. Multiple times and ranges of
times will not be accepted, all aircraft
operational inquires need to be report-
ed within one week of the occurrence.
Abusive language or comments will
not be tolerated. Threats involving
aircraft and or the airport will result in
notification of the proper authorities.
Please note, all calls are recorded and
recordings are subject to disclosure
under the Federal Freedom of Infor-
mation Act and the Colorado Open

Records Act.
